Here we are in a new decade, then years into the new century. Does it feel any 

different?

This month we begin a course on growing our 

spiritual life, looking at how we currently function and how to grow from our 

strengths while developing our weaker areas to produce what the author of this course 

calls ñradical balance.ò We usually think of the word ñradicalò as extreme, with 

negativeð even violent- connotations. The word used as an adjective actually means:

pervasive (far-reaching, searching, or thoroughgoing), excellent (admirable or awe-

inspiring), or removing disease source (vs. just treating symptoms). In all these 

senses, it makes this concept of radical balance to be a very positive thing. 

 

As I reflect about it, our spiritual life should relate to our most important aspects of 

livingðhow we think about and treat God, others, and even ourselves. As a 

formative process, it ought to be searching and challenging to help us continue to 

grow is all areas of living. As Paul would attest, it leads us towards excellence, and 

along the way helps us to shed the sources of ñdis-ease.ò  

 

Thank God we donôt have to do this on our own. (Indeed, we cannot.) It is the gift of 

Godôs own presence that empowers and guides us along this path. We have begun the 

season of Epiphany, the season to focus on Godôs revealing of himself, his very heart, 

in Jesus. As you begin this new decade, I pray that it be one of an increasingly deeper 

walk with the Lord, that his power may empower you in prayer, worship, and service.
