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Financtals for March

First Quarter Report

Due to the continued help of our congregation to improve our cash flow and net budget,
at the end of the first quarter, we found ourselves in the position of needing a budget
update to reflect the actual income we have received. This includes $2,000 in checks
for additional pledge amounts as well as three people paying their pledges ahead of our
original budget. The following comments are based upon the 4/14/09 budget revision
which reflects the actual income received through the first quarter.

In March we continued to keep good control of expenses with the help of the weather
which minimized snow plowing and utility expenses. The net expenses were ~$900 less
than budgeted for the month.

March also continued to show income gains with pledge and plate income ~$1,150 over
the March budget.

The net result of all of these items in that we are currently ~$3,000 cash flow positive
against a budget that still shows a yearly deficit of $1,840.

At the vestry meeting on Thursday 4/16/09 the updated budget was approved with the
addition of an increase of $1,500 to office supplies to cover additional costs of bringing
our printing completely in house, and an increase of $1,000 to Seminars and
Conferences to cover anticipated costs of the Pueblo Diocesan Convention. The budget
now shows a deficit of $4,340.
