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From the Rector   
Dear Brothers & Sisters in Christ, 

 I have written a few times regarding membership for St. Gregory’s. As 

mentioned earlier, the Episcopal Church only has procedures for two kinds of new 

members: those newly baptized (usually infants born into the church), and 

transfers for those Episcopalians moving from one congregation to another. 

Today most new members do not fit these two models. So how do we join? 

 I have written about how the key is first joining the congregation, our 

community of faith. Then, if they so desire, a person can take confirmation 

instruction and officially join the Episcopal Church. I have adapted what is being 

done in some other churches for us. Part of it is having a newcomer’s workshop, 

at which we discuss what it means to be a member at St. Gregory’s. 

 If someone wants to join, they will now be asked to sign a covenant. This 

is a basic commitment to our community. Ideally, we should all go through the 

workshop and sign the covenant. Since that is not very feasible, I am going to 

share that covenant with you here. I would ask for any comments or questions. 

 First, a covenant is a living agreement– as in marriage, for better or 

worse. Yet we have ideals as we try to live together. So here is the covenant for 

membership at St. Gregory’s: 

 
Having reaffirmed the promise made at my Baptism to follow Jesus Christ as my Lord and Savior, and 
to renounce the evil powers of this world and beyond, I desire to become a member of the Episcopal 
Parish of St. Gregory. I commit myself to God and to the vision of St. Gregoryôs: To be the love of Jesus 
Christ, the hope of Jesus Christ, and the comfort of Jesus Christ to our world. 
 
By my signature below, I promise, as a member, to uphold the following tenants of our membership 
covenant: 
 

1. I will protect the unity of St. Gregoryôs 
 éby acting in love toward other members 
 éby refusing to gossip 
 éby praying for the leaders 
  

éYou shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with 

all your mind. This is the greatest and first commandment. And a second is like it: You 

shall love your neighbor as yourself. On these two commandments hang all the law and 

the prophets. (Matthew 22:37-40) 

 

é òGrant that your Church, being bound together in love and obedience to you, may be 

united in one body by the one Spiritóé (Collect for Unity of the Church, BCP page 255) 

 

2. I will share the responsibility of St. Gregoryôs 
 éby praying regularly for our growth, our leaders, and the well-being of our 

members, our communities, and the world 
 éby inviting the unchurched to attend 
 éby warmly welcoming those who visit 
 éby seeking to live a godly life with Godôs help. 
 

And Jesus came and said to them, òall authority in heaven and on earth has been given to 

me. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the 

Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything that I 

have commanded you. And remember, I am with you always, to the end of the age.ó 

(Matthew 28:18-20) 

 

Almighty God, to you all hearts are open, all desires known, and from you no secrets are 

hid: Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of your Holy Spirit, that we may 

perfectly love you, and worthily magnify your holy Name; Through Christ our Lord. 

Amen. (Collect for Purity, BCP page 355) 

 
3. I will support the mission and ministries of St. Gregoryôs 
 éby my regular presence at worship 
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 éby my annual pledge of time, talent, and treasure for the spread of Godôs kingdom 
 

O God, you make us glad with the weekly remembrance of the glorious resurrection of your 

Son our Lord: Give us this day such blessing through our worship of you, that the week to 

come may be spent in your favor; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. (Collect for 

Sundays, BCP page 98) 

 

Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust consume and where 

thieves break in and steal; but store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither 

moth nor rust consumes and where thieves do not break in and steal. For where your 

treasure is, there your heart will be also. (Matthew 6:10-21) 

 
4.  I will serve the ministries of St. Gregoryôs 
 éby discovering my gifts and talents 
 éby being equipped to seek and serve Christ in others

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In God We Trust  
(an interesting article found online) 

       
  
The motto IN GOD WE TRUST was placed on United States coins largely because of the increased 

religious sentiment existing during the Civil War. Secretary of the Treasury Salmon P. Chase received 

many appeals from devout persons throughout the country, urging that the United States recognize the 

Deity on United States coins. From Treasury Department records, it appears that the first such appeal 

came in a letter dated November 13, 1861. It was written to Secretary Chase by Rev. M. R. Watkinson, 

Minister of the Gospel from Ridleyville, Pennsylvania. 

 As a result, Secretary Chase instructed James Pollock, Director of the Mint at Philadelphia, to prepare 

a motto, in a letter dated November 20, 1861:  Dear Sir: No nation can be strong except in the strength 

of God, or safe except in His defense. The trust of our people in God should be declared on our national 

coins. You will cause a device to be prepared without unnecessary delay with a motto expressing in the 

fewest and tersest words possible this national recognition.  

  The Congress passed the Act of April 22, 1864. This legislation changed the composition of the 

one-cent coin and authorized the minting of the two-cent coin. The Mint Director was directed to develop 

the designs for these coins for final approval of the Secretary. IN GOD WE TRUST first appeared on the 

1864 two-cent coin. 

 Another Act of Congress passed on March 3, 1865. It allowed the Mint Director, with the Secretary's 

approval, to place the motto on all gold and silver coins that "shall admit the inscription thereon." Under 

the Act, the motto was placed on the gold double-eagle coin, the gold eagle coin, and the gold half-eagle 

coin. It was also placed on the silver dollar coin, the half-dollar coin and the quarter-dollar coin, and on 

the nickel coin beginning in 1866. Later, Congress passed the Coinage Act of February 12, 1873. It also 

said that the Secretary "may cause the motto IN GOD WE TRUST to be inscribed on such coins as shall 

admit of such motto." 

 The use of IN GOD WE TRUST has not been uninterrupted. The motto disappeared from the five-cent 

coin in 1883, and did not reappear until production of the Jefferson nickel began in 1938. Since 1938, all 

United States coins bear the inscription. Later, the motto was found missing from the new design of the 

double-eagle gold coin and the eagle gold coin shortly after they appeared in 1907. In response to a 

general demand, Congress ordered it restored, and the Act of May 18, 1908, made it mandatory on all 

coins upon which it had previously appeared. IN GOD WE TRUST was not mandatory on the one-cent coin 

and five-cent coin. It could be placed on them by the Secretary or the Mint Director with the Secretary's 

approval. 

 The motto has been in continuous use on the one-cent coin since 1909 and on the ten-cent coin since 

1916. It also has appeared on all gold coins and silver dollar coins, half-dollar coins, and quarter-dollar 

coins struck since July 1, 1908. 

 In a law passed by the 84th Congress (P.L. 84-140) and approved by the President on July 30, 1956, 

the President approved a Joint Resolution of the 84th Congress, declaring IN GOD WE TRUST the national 

motto of the United States. IN GOD WE TRUST was first used on paper money in 1957, when it appeared 

on the one-dollar silver certificate. The first paper currency bearing the motto entered circulation on 

October 1, 1957. The Bureau of Engraving and Printing (BEP) was converting to the dry intaglio printing 

process. During this conversion, it gradually included IN GOD WE TRUST in the back design of all classes 

and denominations of currency. 

 There was some furor over the new gold one dollar coins not having the motto on them. It turns out 

they do— it is printed on the edge. Talk about marginalizing God...

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MINISTRY SPOTLIGHT- WORSHIP                

 
There are some denominations where worship seems not to be as central as Sunday School. For Episcopalians, and 
from our ancient heritage, our common worship is at the core of who we are. If you want to know what Episcopalians 
believe, look to the book of our worship, the Book of Common Prayer. The service in it harkens back to the earliest 

written records of Christian worship, and contains the wisdom of the generations as they have gathered to give 
praise and thanks to our Lord. 
 This is the primary activity of our community, and as such, we have many ministries that revolve around our 
worship. Here is a very brief description of those ministries, taken alphabetically: 
 Acolytes: This is for children, 2nd grade and up, to assist in our worship services. They receive training on 
how to do the various tasks, and have fun together as we reward their service with a fun outing each year. See Fr. 
Todd for more information. 

 Altar Guild: a very vital but behind the scenes ministry involving the care and use of our worship space, 
primarily the items necessary for communion. They work in teams (each team meets once a month) to clean and set 
up for the Sunday services, and to clean up afterwards. They keep the linens and vestments clean and ready. This is 
a wonderful ministry for getting to know a few others while providing important support for our worship services. 
Talk to Gail Beets for more information. 
 Chalice Ministers: These ministers receive training and are licensed by the Diocese to serve at the Altar. 
While their primary task is to help with distribution of the wine, they help in other ways, and can take a service of 

Morning Prayer in the absence of an ordained minister. See Fr. Todd for more information. 
 Choir: While not under the Vestry person for Worship, they are a vital part of our worship each week. The 
choir helps lead our singing, and provides anthems for our reflection. They rehearse once a week during the school 
year, and are under the direction of Blane Abernathy. 
 Counters: Even more behind the scenes, these faithful folk enter the contributions for each Sunday, helping 
us be good stewards by tracking giving on behalf of parishioners. They work in teams of two in an office, and drop 

off the day’s giving at the bank so no funds are kept on the premises. Talk to Ken Beets for more information. 
 Flower Guild: This ministry is to arrange and set up the flowers to decorate our worship space each week. 
This is a great ministry for those with an artistic touch. Talk to Sue Smith or Dianne Akins for more information. 

 Flower Delivery: takes those beautiful arrangements after church and delivers them to shut-ins or nursing 
homes, thereby bringing a bit of beauty and joy to those unable to be with us in worship. See Sue for more 
information about this as well. 
 Greeters: This is one of the most important ministries, as new people usually make up their mind about a 

congregation within three minutes. They usually stand out front to greet everyone, being on the lookout for any who 
might be new and need assistance. They then help them get oriented to the facility and the worship, and are 
available after the service to again greet newcomers, and introduce them to someone else, maybe even you! They 
help make sure the new person signs the guest card. This ministry is not just for warm bodies; it is for those who are 
at ease greeting people. Talk to Bill Kreidler for more information. 
 Lectors: These are the ones that read the lessons and prayers each week. Again, not just warm bodies, we 
look for those who are willing to work to make the readings come alive, as God’s living Word. Talk to Fr. Todd for 

more information. 
 Lay Eucharistic Visitors: These are the ones you see come up to receive a communion kit with bread and 
wine from the service to take to shut-ins or those in the hospital. Fr. Todd and Deacon Shirl also take communion to 
these people, but this ancient practice enables us to extend our worship community beyond those able to get there 

on Sunday. This does require diocesan training and licensing. Contact Fr. Todd. 
 Prayer Team Ministry: This is a more recent addition, and a very important one. Members who have received 

some training serve in pairs to pray with anyone for any reason. We have had people of all ages come in for prayer. 
Contact Carole Cross or Fr. Todd.  
 Ushers: While many confuse these with the Greeters, they have a similar but different ministry. They, too, 
are out front greeting people before church (doesn’t hurt to have more people doing this, especially if we have no 
greeters available that day). But they are the ones handing out the bulletins and passing the collection plates. They 
also take a count of those attending (for our reporting to the national church) and stay around of a couple of minutes 
to neaten up the pews, picking up stray bulletins, etc. Connie Kirby is the contact.
