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From the Rector   
Dear Brothers & Sisters in Christ, 

 

 Recently I noticed a bit of the advertising on a can of tea we have. On the lid it 

says: “Approved by the Minister of Well-Being.” It got me thinking: wouldn’t it be 

nice if there were such a person in government? I guess we may expect all of our 

elected leaders to be this. Maybe some expect me to be this. Children expect their 

parents to be this. Sometimes we may even expect ourselves to be this. 

 It might be nice to have someone provide for our well-being. This week the news 

has been about the aftermath of destruction from Ike, and the turmoil in banking 

with banks that have survived the depression unable to survive today. Our country 

could use a minster of well-being, but we are left with anxiety, or even fear. 

 Either anxiety or fear can be debilitating, robbing us of the energy we might 

normally use in a more creative manner. Living from fear is often like raising the 

drawbridge over the moat of our personal or family castles. We withdraw, we try to 

escape to more pleasant endeavors, we can even become essentially paralyzed, 

going through the motions but not really engaged. Many see the stock decline as 

acting out of fear, which only exacerbates the situation. The thinking of fear is often 

“we can’t.” 

 So what can we do? Obviously we can’t be like Kevin Bacon’s character in “Animal 

House” waving his hands at the panicked crowd, crying “All is well” just before being 

trampled into the sidewalk by the mob. But we can turn to the true minister of well-

being. The presence of God through the Holy Spirit is for all times, not just the good. 

It is easy to say “God is good” when times are good, when we are prospering and 

those around us are doing well. Much more difficult is saying that while times are not 

so good, or are terrible. Yet that is what faith is about. 

 For me, finding the peace of God’s presence has meant that no matter what 

happens (and I have had my own tough times) I can know that He is near, that He is 

here with me. The well-being of knowing this presence transcends circumstances. I 

recall a story about a minster taken captive in WW II by the Japanese, and given the 

task of digging out the latrines, standing knee deep in the muck all day. What was his 

response to this? He sang hymns all day, content knowing the guards wouldn’t be 

disturbing him or telling him to stop. 

 This is not quite the same as the lemons- lemonade saying. It is not just “make 

the best of it.” It is more a simple but powerful, “I am with you.” From that we may 

be able to make the best of it, or even just to endure without giving up, without 

despair. That is not easy or simple to do. But through the grace given us in Jesus, it 

is possible. 

 There is a saying attributed to different folk when asked how long they pray. The 

answer is that they spend x minutes a day in prayer, except when they are 

particularly busy and stressed. Then they spend twice as long. When times are tough, 

when God feels distant, it is even more imperative to seek the presence of God. 

 If you are not feeling this presence these days, it is in the community of faith that 

it can be rekindled. Come to church and find that peace which passes understanding. 

May that time spent in worship recharge you to endure the coming week in hope and 

confidence. Setting aside this special time to focus on the Spirit is a way of giving 

yourself a gift each week– a gift to bring you strength for the days to follow. Make 

this a time to fortify yourself with the well-being of Jesus. 

---Therefore, since we are justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, 

through whom we have obtained access to this grace in which we stand; and we boast in our hope of 

sharing the glory of God. And not only that, but we also boast in our sufferings, knowing that suffering 

produces endurance, and endurance produces character, and character produces hope, and hope does not 

disappoint us, because God's love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit that has been 

given to us. Romans 5:1-5---

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We are still transitioning to our new - e-Chant. Just so everyone knows, here is some information on how 

we are doing this for the moment.  

 The Chant is published online on our website by the first of each month. In addition, it will be 

mailed as a pdf (Adobe Acrobat Reader) file via e-mail. If you cannot read a pdf file, the Chant is still 

online. Go to our website  

(http://acai-1.com/stgregory/webpage.shtml), and at the top of the page, click on “Misc Items and 

Reports,” which will open a page with the available current and past issues of the Chant. Make sure to 

choose “view as html” if you cannot open pdf files. 

 Because we have been publishing the ministry schedules online, they are not included on the e-

Chant. They may be accessed by the link at the top of the page: “Ministry Schedule.” They should be 

updated each month for the next two months to help your planning. 

 We have just updated our calendar option on the website. Now if you go to the “Worship 

Schedule” link at the top of the page, it will take you to a Google version of our calendar. Actually, it 

includes the parish calendar, plus the youth group calendar and national holidays. It is in “real time”– 

when we update either the parish or youth group calendar in the office, it immediately shows up online. 

You can scroll through various months to look ahead. This is great for keeping up to date on events. (Do 

not use the “Google calendar button in the home page, as it takes you to Google, where you have to 

register.) Again, since this is already on the website, we did not include it in the e-Chant. 

 So for those with e-mail, you should have received an e-mail with the pdf version of the Chant 

attached, plus links for the Chant online, the worship schedule online, and the calendar online. You 

should be able to just click on those links to take you directly to those pages. 

 For those without e-mail, we are printing copies of the Chant with both the calendar and ministry 

schedules. Starting with this next issue, they will be available at church on the first Sunday for pickup 

(saving us postage!). They will have the addresses on them of those without e-mail so that we may 

make sure they get a copy of the Chant. So be sure and pick up the one with your label on it. We will 

have extra non-addressed copies available as well.

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MINISTRY SPOTLIGHT - RESOURCES                
 
Some ministries of the church involve many people, and are very visible. Resource ministries do neither, 

yet are vital for the ongoing health of our congregation. The first main activity of this area is the 

Resource Allocation Committee (the RAC), which meets each year starting in August to begin working on 

the budget for the coming year. They prepare a “wish list” budget with input from all those in other 

ministries that have their own budgets, like Sunday School. They try to predict with great care the 

expenses for the coming year. That budget”(actually, just the expense side) is refined and presented to 

the vestry for their information. 

 The second activity of this area is Stewardship, which is actually more than the annual drive for 

pledges. Stewardship is “taking care of”, and refers to the fact that all we have we have only in trust 

from our Creator. The issue is not how much to give for God’s work, but how much to return to enable 

that work. Once the pledges for the next year are gathered, the RAC meets again to create the budget. 

Pledging is vital to help us in our planning, but it is also a spiritual discipline for all of us to grow in faith 

and trust in God.  

 The final budget is presented for approval of the vestry at the January meeting each year, and 

shortly thereafter shared with the congregation at the annual budget meeting. 

 These people (not a large group) work behind the scenes to make sure we are adequately funded 

to continue God’s work in our church. With the invaluable assistance of our Treasurer, Harvey Frank, this 

group has helped us be exemplary stewards. We have a very tight but workable budget each year 

because of the generosity and faith of each of you, the grace of God, and the hard work of these people. 

 So let’s thank Gary Schanbacher, Harvey, Bill Kreidler, Al Norton, Jeff Hasse, Caroline Lang-

Mitchell, and Randi Ruscetta for all of their efforts in service to the common good and God’s glory.

Thanks to a parishioner’s generous pledge contribution

This amount happens to be almost exactly what 
is needed to make up the short falls in the Plate and 
Miscellaneous income budgets, thus making the year to 
date income just over $400 above our budget.

 The extra income, this month, came just in time 
to pay the previously unbilled insurance premiums and 
the unanticipated additional expenses for next month’s 
Diocesan convention in Loveland, thus bringing our year 
to date expenses to ~$100 less than budgeted for the 
year.

Our church is joining forces with the Colorado Episcopal Foundation and many other churches in our Diocese to raise 
funds through More-than-a-Match! 

The Foundation, as have many Episcopal organizations, allotted .7% of their annual budget towards the support of the 
Millennium Development Goals. In order to maximize the funds, theyôve launched a match campaign. They will match 
donations from throughout the Diocese, up to $12,000. The funds will go to the Colorado Haiti Projectôs Three Bishops 
Fundôs Water Project (providing potable and irrigation water in Petit Trou de Nippes in Haiti) and the re-construction of a 
burned down primary school in war-torn Abyei, Sudan (area supported by the Sudanese Community Church, a special 
congregation within our Diocese). 

 The goal is easy to accomplish. If 60 churches decide to raise $200 that means $24,000 total will be distributed among 
these organizations. Our church has decided to raise $200. We will do so through donations. Please place donations in 
the offering plate and designate "Match" on your check. 

 All the participating churches will be recognized during the Diocesan Convention in October, giving us a chance to let the 
rest of the Diocese know what we are doing.
