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August Financials

August has turned out to be a month of continued maintenance on all levels. This is
good news since historically we usually fall behind in income in the summer months and
have increased expenses for insurance due to our policy period starting on August first
of each year. This year we have kept our pledge and plate income up and actual cash
flow slightly over budget due to some September pledges being paid in August.

The expenses are under budget at this point, primarily due to about $7,000 un-billed
insurance premiums, $1,400 unspent (yet) maintenance budget, and miscellaneous
copier and other bills. I would currently expect that we will be very close to balancing
expenses between budget and actual at the end of the year.

I also now feel it reasonable to project that we will maintain income so that we will be
able to overcome the ~$4,400 budget deficit we projected in our April budget revision.

Once again thanks to everyone for your continued assistance on both the income and
expense sides.
