Dear Brothers & Sisters in Christ, 

Where did the summer go? It seems like school got out just a couple of weeks ago- of 

course, thatôs probably because our boys are all on their own. Here, we are gearing up 

for another  colorful program year. Be sure to check Kimôs article for details about 

our Sunday School. I wrote last month about our new confirmation program. It will 

be a work in progress as we develop and implement it. Basically, it has two 

components. We are starting a Junior High Youth program, which will meet during 

Sunday School and be the first phase of confirmation preparation. They will have 

occasional outings with the Senior High for fun. The Senior High Youth Group will 

also have confirmation instruction as part of itôs program. Initially, there will  be 

overlap in the content of these as we bring everyone on board. Why the thrust for 

confirmation? Because it is the opportunity for those baptized as infants to claim the 

faith as their own. It is our opportunity to share the basics of our faith to help prepare 

them for that time when they go out on their own. I personally wish I had done more 

for my boys. 

 We are also starting another round of Alpha. They will meet on Tuesdays from 

6:30 ï 8:30 p.m.  Childcare is availableðjust let us know. If you havenôt been, I do 

highly recommend it. Although designed originally as an introductory course for the 

unchurched, it has proven a powerful renewal of faith for life-long church members. 

Those new to St. Gregoryôs are particularly encouraged to attend. It is a wonderful 

way to get to know others in the parish. We are once more combining with our 

neighbors at St. Philip Lutheran church. For those who have been through it, we 

desperately need help with meals (cooking and clean up). Contact the office to sign 

up. We prefer to have people serve only once or twice, but that means we need at 

least 20 people to volunteer! 

 I already mentioned our Youth. They start their regular meetings again on 

Sunday, September 13 at 6:30 p.m. We had a fun outing at Boondocks, and I have 

already heard that some are anxious for us to get going. Any students in high school 

are invited to join us for fun, laughter, learning and experience in our faith. 

 Our Adult Forum will be resurrected. We meet at 9:00 on Sundays.  Our first 

session will be a video presentation: ñIn the Dust of the Rabbi.ò Ray Vander Laan 

presents this series through on site talks in Israel and Turkey. St. Arbucks is always 

open.

The Fat Boys ministry is a ministry we share with students from Colorado Christian College in 

Lakewood.  The ministry is composed of 20 to 60 students who go to downtown Denver on Thursday 

nights to seek out the homeless near bike paths along Cherry Creek and other areas.  The students 

ride òfat tireó bikes and carry food and Bibles which they distribute along with fellowship for those 

they encounter.  Our coordinators for sharing in that ministry at St. Gregoryõs are Sherri and Gary 

Schanbacher. 

 

St. Gregoryõs part in that ministry is to prepare òportableó meals for the Fat Boys to distribute.   On 

Sunday, September 13th, everyone is invited to participate in the annual collection of main dishes 

and desserts.  During the 10:00 a.m. service, the food is transferred into disposable containers which 

will be placed in the freezers in the basement and will be distributed Thursday nights during the 

school year. 

 

You are invited to join in this wonderful fellowship by bringing any of the following items to the 

Parish Hall anytime before the 10:00 a.m. service:

Financial Report for July 2009 

 

We continued to manage to stay on track with our very tight budget through July. Our pledge and plate income 

is approximately $2,500 above budget (Mostly in unrestricted pledges). Our ñotherò income is also ~$2,500 

above budget, with the lionôs share of that being the $2,076.00 earned in the Yard Sale. 

 

Our expenses for July were ~$6,300 below budget, but ~$5,000 of that is in un-billed Insurance Premiums and 

the Water bill. A water bill of $534.18 has been paid in August. 

 

All in all we want to thank everyone for their efforts in maintaining their contributions and all of their help in 

minimizing the expenses.
